The Belle Plaine City Council met on June 6, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. in the council chambers with Mayor Dave Fish presiding. Present: Leah Upah, Steve Beck, Judy Schlesselman and Mark Tegeler.  Absent:  Mary Pech.  Also present:  City Clerk Jacki McDermott and Assistant City Clerk Sandy Walton.  
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Other topics at the meeting included mini-bus transportation and also a discussion was held regarding trail money.  Johnson County did not receive all the money as the Board intends to disperse it to other locations.  He would like to find a way to connect to a trail north of Belle Plaine.  
The Mayor attended the Governor’s Breakfast in Benton County.  He reported that the Governor had some good ideas.

The Mayor reported that he is working on a housing project now with Eldon Zumbaugh.

The Mayor reported that fundraising will be in the future for Benton Development Group.  
A volunteer list for Belle Plaine has been suggested.  The Mayor has an idea that, in conjunction with Belle Plaine Community Development, the Clerks and he will start and run a Facebook page for volunteering.  
The Mayor also reported that the Herring Hotel group will host a program at the Belle Paine Museum on Monday July 18th.
