October 17, 2016
The Belle Plaine City Council met on October 17, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. in the council chambers with Mayor Dave Fish presiding. Present: Steve Beck, Judy Schlesselman, Mark Tegeler and Mary Pech.  Absent: Leah Upah.  Also present:  City Administrator Jeff Horne, City Clerk Jacki McDermott and City Attorney Jennifer Zahradnik.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion by Pech to approve the consent agenda consisting of the Council Minutes of October 3, 2016, and bills received, seconded by Schlesselman. On roll call vote, all voted Aye, motion carried.

Residents Comments:  Joan Flecksing, Candidate for Benton County Supervisor, was present to introduce herself to the council.  Linda French was present to submit an invoice to the council from Loving Arms Animal Rescue.

Beck made a motion, seconded by Schlesselman to approve Resolution 16-10-4, a resolution approving a Loan Agreement and providing for the issuance of a $1,245,000 General Obligation Refunding Bond, Series 2016A, providing for the levy of taxes to pay the same and approving an escrow agreement for the investment of bond proceeds.  On roll call vote, all voted Aye, motion carried.

Kris Hudson gave the police report and said the new patrol car will be arriving soon.  They will need a new prisoner partition, possibly a computer mount and a radio console.  The old car will be sold or possibly used for an airport courtesy car if needed.

Sheila Hlas gave the report from Belle Plaine Community Development Corporation.  Sheila attended a Main Street program in Mt Pleasant on October 5th and 6th.  On September 28th, representatives from Community Visioning interviewed Vicki Schwab, Shelia Hlas and Stew Timm for a video they are preparing.  On October 3rd, Sheila did the program for the Rotary Club luncheon.  She reported that the Market Analysis is now done and will be resubmitted to Main Street Iowa, then condensed into a four page document and distributed.  On November 9th, at 6:00 p.m. at the Belle Plaine Area Museum, there will be a meeting with Jessica Rilling of Iowa Valley Resource Conservation and Development about the Byways of Iowa Public Art Initiative.  She reported that the 2017 Investment Drive plans have begun.  The Business Improvement Committee will be having a ribbon cutting for Harvest Law soon.  They plan to change the format in the future to a welcoming instead of a ribbon cutting.  The group is now working on programming and decorations for the Christmas season.

Beck made a motion, seconded by Tegeler to approve the five year sewer maintenance contract with Municipal Pipe Tool Company of Hudson, Iowa.  They will do televising and lining of sewer mains.  All voted Aye; motion carried.

Pech made a motion, seconded by Schlesselman to approve the appointment of Paul Ramirez to the Planning and Zoning Board.  All voted Aye; motion carried.

Pech made a motion, seconded by Tegeler to approve Resolution 16-10-5, a resolution finalizing the sale of the Hanson Building to Jason Beauregard and Rachelle Albright.  On roll call vote, all voted Aye, motion carried.

City Administrator Jeff Horne told the council that he had a meeting with Snyder and Associates, the DOT Engineer on the Highway 21 sidewalk project.  The workers covered water stops with cement while they poured cement.  They are also working with Grieder’s and the Carquest Auto Parts Store to work through problems.  Also, the concrete has already been broken by Country Foods corner from a semi driving on the curb, so they will need to fix that also.

The Valve and Hydrant Project has started.  Because of the age of the system, it is hard to isolate and shut off water.  We will be putting in fewer valves and using live taps.  We will be putting them in strategic locations so we can localize more.  There was also a water main break last night on 12th Street in front of the Legion that is fixed now.

The Committee of the Whole worked on a review of the animal ordinance and discussed whether or not the new ordinance should be breed specific and ban pitbulls from Belle Plaine. The issue will be discussed again at another council meeting. 

Mayor Dave Fish reported that 12th Street will be closed from 4:30 p.m. to 6:30 pm. for Trunk or Treat on October 31st on 12th Street and Trick or Treat will be held in Belle Plaine from 5:00 to 8:00 p.m. on October 31st.  
There were no resident comments.

There was no new business or old business.
Motion by Beck to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Tegeler. On roll call, all voted aye. Meeting adjourned at 7:08 p.m.
